x Effectively reduces speeds; X May slow emergency access
X Reduces collision potential; vehicles.

X Opportunity for landscaping.
Considerations : Sidewalks should be considered on one side of the road, in combination
with the chicanes.
Cost: $10,000 to $20,000 each

Location #12 — Little Ridge Road, east of S. Berkeley La ke Road

Little Ridge Road Proposed Solution — Sidewalk

x Narrower lanes may help control
speeds.

Considerations : Sidewalks at this location may require additional right-of-way.

Cost: Roughly $40 per linear foot of 5 foot wide sidewal K.
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Location #13 — Bush Road, east of Mansions Parkway

Bush Road Proposed Solution — Roundabout

Posted Speed Limit: 35 mph

Description: Over 96% of vehicles were recorded going over the p osted speed limit. The
85th percentile speed is 10 mph over the posted 35 mph speed limit.

Proposed Solution: Install a roundabout at the intersection of Mansion s Parkway and
Bush Road.

Pros Cons
x Effectively reduces speeds; X May increase bicycle/vehicle
X Reduces collision potential; conflicts;
X Opportunity for landscaping. X Requires additional right-of-way.
Considerations : A roundabout may require additional space beyond the existing

pavement.

Cost: $50,000 to $75,000 each

Stop Signs at the intersections of Kingsland Circle  at Berkeley Walk Point and Glen Devon
Lane at Berkeley Walk Point.

Pros Cons
x Effectively reduces speeds; x Not as effective as speed humps.
x Easier to navigate than speed

humps.

Cost: Approximately $2,500 each
